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Look at the labels, paying particular attention to the words and phrases that are circled or highlighted.  What do they mean?  What is the part of speech?  Which global issues are they connected to?
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Label Reading Discussion

1. What global issues are affected by the products you saw today?  In what way are they affected?

2. Have you bought any products with similar labels before?  If so, what did you buy and why?  If not, why not?

3. When you go shopping, how do you make your decisions?  Do you think about style, price, brand, quality, etc?

4. Do you ever think about global issues when you shop?  If so, which issues and for which products?

5. Where do you get the information you use to make your shopping decisions? 

(labels, friends, commercials, the Internet, magazines, etc.)

Homework

For this assignment, I would like you to think about something you bought recently.  It should be something that you thought about, not just something you bought impulsively.  Why did you buy it?  How did you choose this particular one?  

Take a look at the label.  What does it tell you?  Is this information important?  Does it tell you something useful?  What else would you like to know about the product?  Why do you think that information is not included on the label?  Where can you go to get this information?

If the product is convenient to bring in, please bring it to class on Tuesday.  If you can't bring it, it is no big deal.

Extra:  Go on the Internet or find a magazine or book that gives you the information you want about the product.  Share what you found out.  Why wasn't this included on the label?  If you don't find the information, you can write about how you tried to find it but were not able to.  Why do you think it is so hard to find?
