Necessary

1 parts of speech – noun (n.) verb (v.) adjective (adj.) adverb (adv.) preposition (p.)

There are other parts of speech, but these will probably be the only ones you use.

2 definition – Tell what the word means, and make sure that the definition matches the part of speech.

Optional

3 pronunciation – You could use IPA or another way of writing how the word is said.

4 sample sentence – It is very useful to include an example of how the word is used.

a. original sentence – You can copy the sentence that you found the word in.

b. make your own sentence – You can try using it in a sentence and let me check it.

* Make sure your sentence matches the part of speech and definition.

5 family of words – You can list some related words.  For example, if your word is “horrible”, you could list “horrify” “horrid” “horrific” etc.  When you’re doing a list, make sure to include the parts of speech.

6 synonyms – You could list words with similar meanings.

7 antonyms – You could list words with opposite meanings.

8 usage notes – You can make notes about how words are used.

9 word stress – You could mark the stress of a word, helping you with your pronunciation.

10 picture – Some people find it useful to draw pictures of their words.
