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Global Issues – Final Project Rubric


Schedule:

10/23 – Turn in a paragraph or two explaining which issue you chose, why you chose it, and what action you are proposing to do as part of the project.  





10 points

11/13 – Turn in 1-2 pages summarizing what you have learned about your issue, and how your action has gone so far.  You can also describe additional information that you will include in your final project.  Much of this can later be used in your final project itself.




20 points

12/4 – Final Projects due – Papers collected, briefly explain your topic and action to the class.  Presentations begin.









50 points

12/9 – Second day of presentations.

Form: Paper, Presentation, Website, Radio Show / Podcast

Length: up to you, but it MUST include

1. background information about your issue (from books / magazines / newspapers / the Internet)

(why it is important, what do you know about it, why you chose it, etc.)

2. details about the action(s) you did

(what you did, exactly how you did it, why you chose that particular action, how many times / for how long you did it, etc.)

3. reflection on your experience with the action

(how you felt about doing it, how it was different / similar to what you expected, what you would do differently next time, whether or not it was successful, etc.)

4. conclusion 

(recommendations for the future, possible solutions, whether or not you will continue the action / do additional actions, etc.)

Appropriate issues:

Any global issue is fine.  It could be political, environmental, social, cultural or economic.  It needs to be something that you can do some sort of action for.  If you need help thinking of an action for an issue you are interested in, talk to your classmates, and feel free to ask me.

Appropriate actions:

My favorite kind of action for this project is something that you do over time.  I believe that you will learn more by doing something smaller over several weeks that you would by doing something big once.  For example, if your issue was litter, it would be better to clean up a park four weeks in a row for 1 hour each time than to spend 4 hours cleaning it one day.  Again, feel free to talk to me if you want ideas or suggestions.
