Student Orientation Outline

 1. 10 minutes - overview of the Greening HELP project

(a) we're on an island, want to keep the environment beautiful, it's a good content area for English learning

(b) introduce giveaway shelf

 i. they can take things / leave things on the bottom three shelves

 ii. the top two shelves (dishes / cups) can be used at HELP but NOT taken home

 A. stress the fact that we no longer have disposable cups and plates

 B. wash them after using!

 iii. for the giveaway shelf, we want food (non-perishable, unopened), school supplies, household things, toiletries, cosmetics (anything useful – no garbage)

(c) recycling at HELP (where / what / how)

 i. bottles and cans in student lounge and near office (NOT in garbage)

 A. rinse them!

 ii. paper near back stairs (separate normal paper / newspaper)

 2. 5-10 minutes - give out and go over GreenIEPBrainstorm

(a) go over the vocabulary words

(b) go over the questions (make sure everyone understands them, and make sure they realize that they don't need to go through them in order – they should pick the more interesting ones)

 3. 10-15 minutes - group discussion (3-5 people) of GreenIEPBrainstorm questions

(a) let them discuss the questions

(b) answer any comprehension-type questions that come up

(c) if there is time, ask for groups to share some of their answers with the class

 4. 15 minutes - give out GreenIEPFAQ and GreenIEPInfo

(a) go through FAQ

(b) have students read out loud

(c) answer questions and point out corresponding part of Info handout

 5. 15 – 20 - minutes review activities (GreenIEPReview handout)

(a) practice dialogs and / or discussion questions

 6. 10 minutes teach other stuff (on the back of GreenIEPBrainstorm handout) (can cut if no time but tell them to read it on their own)

(a) Review HELP policies (reusable plates / eco-friendly lunch / recycling)

(b) PLU numbers (only for produce and not on everything)

 i. if the PLU number begins with a 9, it is organic

 ii. if it begins with a 3 or 4, it is conventional

 iii. if it begins with an 8, it is GMO

(c) electricity on Oah'u

 i. 77.3% comes from oil, 18.6% from coal, 4.1% from biomass (burning food garbage)

(d) meat facts

(e) answer questions

 7. 30 – 40 minutes field trip

(a) Star Market, Down to Earth, Kokua, Thrift Store

(b) show them the recycling / give away shelf on the way
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
